CFMS PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

            “TELL ME WHAT YOU REALLY THINK!” 

I am going to try something a little different this year and I would appreciate it if all of you would help.  I am going to ask a couple questions each month and I would like you to respond, positive or negative, so we can print your comments in the newsletter for everybody to contemplate.  Since my top three goals for this year are getting societies to sign up to sponsor a CFMS show in 2014, 2015 and 2016, I thought we could start with a couple questions about sponsoring a CFMS show. 

FIRST QUESTION(S): What are your thoughts on sponsoring a CFMS show? If your society has ever sponsored a CFMS show, what were the positives that your society received from sponsoring a show and what were the negatives. What made you decide to sponsor a CFMF show? 

Does your society have an annual show? 

Did you have the CFMS show at your regular time or did you put on two shows? 

Did your society make money? 

Did you receive the kind of help that you thought you would get or were promised by the CFMS? 

What was the hardest part of putting on a CFMS show? 

Was the Show Manual of help or a hindrance? 

Was your Show Coordinator a help or a hindrance? 

If your society is considering sponsoring a CFMS show, we would like to sit down and talk with you, explain what “own account ventures” are and how that impacts your societies’ show income and what manner of support you can expect from the CFMS and the Show Coordinators.  Show Consultants, Jack Williams and I, are waiting in Northern California for a society to give us a call and Show Consultants, Susan Chaisson-Walblom and Sharon Rogow, are ready to go in Southern California.  We will attend any meeting that your society would like to have to discuss the possibility of your society sponsoring a CFMS show and how that can benefit both the CFMS and the society.  Any day, any time and any place. 

The Executive Committee has given the Show Consultants the authority to make some concessions on the show process.  We will sit down and work out an agreement that works for both parties, get the approval of the Executive Committee, and start working on your show. 
An integral part of our CFMS show is the Competition Cases.  With over 9,000 members in our Federation, why do we only have 20 or 30 competitive cases at a CFMS show? 

SECOND QUESTION(S): What are your thoughts about entering a competitive case in a CFMS show? Do you enter a case now? Why did you make the decision to enter a case? If you do not enter a case - why not? What, do you think, could be done to garner more interest in participating in competition? 

Somebody told me that I would not get any responses to my questions.  I think they were wrong.  I look forward to hearing from those of you that care about the future of our CFMS shows 

and the future of our Federation. Send me an e-mail, call me at home or at work. Tell me that you would like us to come by and discuss the possibilities of sponsoring a CFMS show.
