Field Trip Information

AVGMC members been invited to collect Rose Quartz on a private claim in in the Greenhorns Mountains above Lake Isabella.  Thank you to Shep Koss for obtaining permission from the claim owner and to the Sierra Pelona Club for extending the invitation. 

Date- 9/20/14
Time- 6:30 AM
We will be meeting at the Jack in the Box in the Chevron on Rosamond Blvd and 25th St. West- just west of the 14 Freeway to sign waivers & get organized.  We will caravan from there, leaving promptly at 7 AM. It is about a 2.5 hr drive to the collecting area.

What to bring: 
Buckets; Chisels, sledge & rock hammers; Eye protection; Heavy gloves. 
Hiking boots; Hat; Bug Spray; Plenty of water, lunch & snacks (there are no restaurants, supplies or facilities at or near the collecting area); Jacket & layered clothing. 

NOTE- The material is brittle, sharp and shatters easily.  EYE PROTECTION & heavy gloves are strongly suggested. A few band aids always come in handy too. 

High clearance vehicles capable of handling rough dirt roads are suggested. The club will arrange for carpooling if needed.

Collecting does require a short (less than one mile) but steep hike down to the collecting area and all material collected must be carried back UP the hill to your car. The altitude is higher than in the AV & makes the hike more difficult for some people. 

Rose Quartz semi-translucent quartz colored pink to lavender by small amounts of Titanium atoms.  The quartz is in the cliff face that you will be walking down. You will need to bring heavy sledges and chisels to break away large pieces of quartz although there are lots of small stuff. The quartz is somewhat fractured but well healed. There are lots of small gemmy pieces down the hillside. 

This should be a fun trip! Hope you can make it.
