I spoke to Steve from the Lone Pine Club and confirmed they are inviting our club members to their annual Cerro Gordo Field Trip.  This trip affords the opportunity to collect minerals on the dumps of a privately owned silver ghost town/mine. The history is interesting and the scenery is beautiful. 

     Date           6/29

     Time           8:00 am

Meet at Lee's Chevron in Lone Pine.  

Fee-  5.00 + 5 pieces of fire wood + 5 gallons of drinking water per person. (More is always appreciated by the caretaker) 

Vehicles: 4 w High-clearance vehicles are recommended, with low gearing for the last 15 miles of the trip, which takes about 45 minutes from Lone Pine. This road is steep but well graded dirt road (9 miles with 5000 elevation gain).  Car pooling can be arranged at Chevron station.

Tools to bring: small hand rake (three prong garden tool) for scraping through the tailings, spray bottle, small shovel, rock pick or hammer, collecting bag or bucket, wrap for your specimens, sturdy boots, sunscreen, hat, and plenty of drinking water.

Bring water and lunch.  There is no place to buy food once you leave the meeting place. Cerro Gordo is at an elevation of 8,300ft. It'll be several degrees cooler than the valley floor. The temperature can either be hot or cold so plan accordingly.
