One woman who traveled with her children from Los Angeles said she was debating between the Searcher’s show, which was the weekend after ours, and our show, but chose the Antelope Valley Gem show because of the associated field trip. Several of you expressed interest in going to the Kramer Junction area. We will schedule another trip in the fall when the weather cools off.  One of the sites at Kramer Junction is threatened under WEMO.  Please be sure to check your emails for information and comment to keep this awesome collecting site open.

Our next field trip will be to: Cerro Gordo
Sunday 6/28/15 as is hosted by the Lone Pine Club.  This trip affords the opportunity to collect minerals on the dumps of a privately owned silver ghost town/mine.  The history is interesting and the scenery is beautiful.

Fee‑  5.00 + 5 pieces of fire wood + 5 gallons of drinking water PER PERSON. (More is always appreciated by the caretaker at Cerro Gordo). 

Vehicles: 4wd High‑clearance vehicles are recommended, with low gearing for the last 15 miles of the trip, which takes about 45 minutes from Lone Pine. This road is steep but well graded dirt road (9 miles with 5000 elevation gain).  Car pooling can be arranged at Chevron station. 

Tools to bring: small hand rake (three prong garden tool) for scraping through the tailings, spray bottle, shovel, rock pick or hammer, collecting bag or bucket, wrap for your specimens, sturdy boots, sunscreen, hat, and plenty of drinking water.

Bring water and lunch.  There is no place to buy food once you leave the meeting place. Cerro Gordo is at an elevation of 8,300ft. It'll be several degrees cooler than the valley floor. The temperature can either be hot or cold so plan accordingly.

You need to climb up a steep hill, at a high elevation, to get to the collecting.  It isn't a far walk, but all the collecting is done on steep hills.  It is a moderately difficult trip.

West Mojave Travel Management Plan or WEMO

West Mojave Travel Management Plan or WEMO has been in the works for years. Essentially, this plan aims to identify every single dirt road in the desert and designate only certain routes as open.  Any road not marked open, will be considered closed.  Obviously this plan can have a major impact on Rockhounds ability to access collecting sites and locate new ones. (Yes there is still spots to be discovered out there).

      I urge all of you to check out the WEMO maps and make sure the roads to your favorite collecting spots marked open.  I have found two major problems in the areas I know, one being the main site at Kramer Junction and the other being the Calico Mountains.  Another significant road at Lavic Siding is also at risk, as brought to my attention by Ron Schiller of the Indian Wells Club. These roads to spots Rockhounds have been recreating in for decades are to be CLOSED if we don’t speak up.  It is very important we take the time to comment so the BLM knows we use these roads and don’t want them closed.  I will be sending out an email on how to comment on these three sites.  I cannot stress enough how important it is to check the maps in areas you collect in, otherwise, one day you will go out there only to find the road CLOSED.   http://www.blm.gov/ca/st/en/fo/cdd/west_mojave__wemo/wmDEIS.html
