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  Searching for Mt. Baldy Lapis

After the Mt. Baldy Lapis presentation at the last club meeting I decided I just had to go get some lapis. I had looked before, but the directions I was given several years ago took me to the wrong part of the mountain.

To make sure I would be going to the right location, I really pressed our guest for information. Now the fun begins.

I found Barrett-Stoddard Road, and drove to the gate mentioned. I parked in the little pull-out mentioned and my 18-year old grandson and I walked past the gate to the canyon. I think it was more than the half mile he told us.

The view of the canyon was as we were told, but the entry was not what I expected. It was so overgrown with trees and shrubs I almost couldn’t find the entry to the trail – and using the term trail is being generous. On the other hand, the wild blackberries growing near the canyon entry tasted wonderful.

We tried to stay on the trail and follow the stream bed up the canyon. I wanted to stay in/near the stream bed in hopes of finding lapis pebbles; I didn’t want to try to carry boulders back down the canyon – sorry Danny.

We think we found some of the “denim” lapis, but we weren’t quite sure. Between the overcast that Saturday and the overgrowth of the trees and shrubs, there wasn’t a lot of light in the canyon. The leaf litter also made it difficult to even see the stream bed. All this made it difficult to see anything blue.

We eventually ate our lunch in a nice quiet spot well up the canyon and decided to head back down the mountain because we weren’t seeing any lapis. However, I will try again.

As I said, it was overcast that day. The next day it rained like crazy and flooded out Mt. Baldy Village. Because of the flooding I’m hoping some of the undergrowth and leaf litter will have washed out and some of the lapis may have come down the mountain.

Final note: This is NOT a trip for everyone. It was a very difficult climb up the stream bed; under and over logs, dealing with the slippery leaves, and watching out for poison oak. I wouldn’t recommend it as a club activity.
